OUR PRESENTERS

Norm Ellis was a founding member of the TSDAV, along with Shirley Andrews and Bruce McClure. Norm is a keen dancer, caller and dance teacher of many years standing, and also instigated the Dance Composers’ Competition. He will present a surprise selection of dances from the last 20 years of our competition – “The Best of the Best!”. Norm’s workshop will also serve as the Book Launch for the new TSDAV Dance Composers Books 7-9.
Peter Ellis has been an avid collector and instructor of traditional and old time social dances and the related music in Australia since the late 1970s. He has presented numerous workshops at many folk festivals including the National, Maldon and Port Fairy. Peter's exploits include the Wedderburn Oldtimers Orchestra, Emu Creek Bush Band and involvement in the Bush Dance and Music Club of Bendigo. Peter has produced numerous recordings of music for quadrilles, couple dances and country dances. Also a historian on the early social dance and music, Peter regularly provides articles and photographic material for the national monthly publication of Trad & Now. His workshop 20 years ago was titled “Social dances of the 1920s”.
Roger Gifford has been for the past decade the convener of sCanDans the Canberra Scandinavian Folk Dance Group and dancer/caller of a variety of styles of folk dance. He is also one of the regular callers for the Canberra Contra Club. Roger started his folk dance experience in about 1960 with Scottish Country dancing in Sheffield, England. From this beginning he consolidated his Scottish Country dancing, then branched out in the late 60s into various folk styles at Cornell University, New York. In Australia, since 1970, he has been in various display teams, focussing during the past decade with Christine Ridgway on Scandinavian Dance displays and workshops.
Matthew Robertson is well known as a Scottish dancer, dance teacher and fiddler in Melbourne and far beyond. His interest in the musical pulse of traditional social dance has taken him to four continents to perform and learn. With a wealth of experience in Scottish dance, dance performance and teaching, and a passion for its related fiddle and instrumental music, including leading bands and ensembles large and small, he is in demand as a fiddler, band leader, caller and teacher for Scottish ceilidh and country dances, and at festivals and special events.
Julie Bishop introduced contra dance to Sydney in 1990, after she and Alex had lived for two years in Palo Alto, California. Until recently she has been Sydney's only dedicated contra dance caller, and the resident caller for the annual Sydney, Gosford and Newcastle contra dances.  She has presented contra workshops at many folk festivals, including the National. Currently Julie and Alex are also leaders of the revived Sydney Playford Dance Group.
