Old Time Tea Dance  &  Two Special Dance Workshops

For those at this year’s Heritage Ball (NFF), and who were disappointed at not dancing the full Metropolitan Quadrille, we have included it in our Old Time Tea Dance in July. (It dates from the Metropolitan assemblies, Perth, c1890s and appears to be a genuine Australian arrangement of favourite quadrille figures of the time) We have also included the San Toys Quadrille, (known to have been danced in the Broken Hills region up until the 1950s), along with a version of the Sarabande Waltz Cotillion, and a couples dance, the Marine Four Step (dating from the 1900s).

These are easy and enjoyable alternatives to the familiar First Set, Lancers & Waltz Cots. However, if you feel the need to brush up on these dances beforehand, then we are giving over our 7th July session of “Dancing at the 11th Hour” specifically to run through these dances. All are welcome.

“The Festival has recently said farewell to its Managing Director, Sebastian Flynn, who joined the Festival in early 2010 and has been the MD for the past four festivals.  As the end of his contract approached Sebastian decided to return to his home and family in Queensland.  The Festival Board thanks Sebastian for getting us through some tough economic times with the 2013 Festival seeing a much welcomed turn-around.  Together with the Festival Board and staff (who had to implement and bear the brunt of some tough budget decisions) and gratefully received assistance from the ACT Government, Sebastian and his dedicated team produced a financially successful event this year.  We acknowledge and pay tribute to Sebastian, wish him all the best for his future endeavours and hope to see him and his family at future Festivals.

Daryl & Diana Powell are long time stalwarts of the traditional music and dance scene in Canberra, where they have been running dance classes and events for over thirty years. This year at Bundanoon, they presented a workshop of : “Waltzes from Near and Far - risque dancing from 1815 which achieved world-wide popularity.”  They have also taught previously at our Portarlington Dance Weekends.
